
Weiden am See – international but still local

A small village with the perfect mix for visitors

A stand-up paddle board glides silently past, the young fit surfer boy waves a friendly greeting, a sailor luffs up to the wind, children play in the refreshing water and parents enjoy the peace and quiet in the nearby chilled-out Strandbar. A warm welcome to Weiden am See, the village on Lake Neusiedl where water activities, lifestyle and wining and dining are perfectly rounded out by rest and relaxation.

The licence plates of the cars give away the origins of our visitors: inhabitants of  Vienna, Linz and Bratislava as well as those from further afield like Germany, Hungary and the Czech Republic rub shoulders with locals. When the visitors are asked what they like so much about Weiden, they often say: “It is beautiful and peaceful here and not overcrowded. Weiden has the perfect conditions for sailing, windsurfing and stand-up paddling.” Cycling in the nearby National Park is also very popular with both old and young. 

The new “Zur Blauen Gans” restaurant and the “Club 119” cocktail bar ensure that Weiden can keep up easily with trendy spots in Vienna, Bratislava and elsewhere. Weiden is small but perfect, international but also local - a perfect mix - and not just for those who live here. The people living here seem at first to be withdrawn, but once one gets to know them, they are friendly and full of stories. Burgenland tradition meets contemporary business ideas and companies. 

The smell of grilled fish drifts down the main street - cars queue up in order to try the delicious “Sterkerlfische”. Mackerels on wooden skewers are grilled over red-hot coals. Smokey, spicy and full of innumerable flavours - a must for fish-lovers. 

Weiden am See is also known as “chair village” - on warm sunny days, locals sell vegetables, straw objects and art from chairs in front of their homes on the main street. An old tradition still present today. Wine can be bought directly from the wine-maker - the prices are reasonable and one can often taste the wines right there in the wine-cellar.
